CRUISING PLAN

April 22 to 26 - Easter Cruise – Conyer. 6 berths booked (three nights 1=RCC 2= Conyer)

Friday 22, leave Allington lock at 16.00 BST (HW = 17.12 BST) , it operates HW-3 to +2 hrs. Allington lock phone No 01622 752864 depart when the conditions allow and in accordance with the lock keepers instructions. Cruise to Rochester Cruising Club. On arrival at RCC please stand of and follow radio instructions from either RCC mooring master or John Norcott, the tidal stream is very tricky and some of you may need assistance if you have not visited RCC before. Berth overnight Friday at RCC – dine locally or on board.
Saturday 23 morning, local shopping to stock up on provisions. Note well there are no shops close to Conyer only a pub and the clubhouse. Leave RCC at midday Saturday for Conyer via Queenborough, collecting boats from Strood and Chatham on route. Arriving at Conyer between 16.00 and 17.00 BST (HW 16.55 BST). Saturday evening at Conyer, dine on board, or local pub or clubhouse. Berth overnight at Conyer.

Sunday 24, all day at Conyer, local walks, meet the others for impromptu drinks etc. Sunday lunch in the clubhouse. Sunday evening dine on board or pub or clubhouse, early to bed for early departure on Monday.

Monday 25 depart Conyer on the very early tide 05.30 (HW 06.10 BST) leisurely cruise back to Allington for 17.30 (HW 19.30 BST) with the potential to raft up for lunch on route at Rochester town pier.

Admiralty charts to cover this cruise are - Thames Estuary pack SC 5606 - chart 5606-10 Mouth of river Medway and West Swale plus 5606-12 Shellness to Conyer creek.
