(lock out from 1000hrs we will lock out at 1145hrs)

Mon 2nd May HW Allington 1357 (lock in from 1157)

The larger boats may wish to enter the lock at Allington before high tide, it operates HW-3 to +2 hrs. Allington lock phone No 01622 752864, however should you wish to travel all together we will depart Allington  lock at around 1145hrs when the conditions allow and in accordance with the lock keepers instructions.

On arrival at RCC please stand of and follow radio instructions from either RCC mooring master or myself, the tidal stream is very tricky and many of you will need assistance if you have not visited RCC before.

CAUTION

Beware the floating special buoys just prior to Medway motorway bridge on starboard going and port returning (they are small and sometimes difficult to see)

TIDAL FLOW

The tidal flow should not be more than 1.5 kts we will be going initially on a rising tide when it turns mid cruise.

Our return journey will be on a rising tide therefore we should complete the return journey around ten minutes quicker if we travel at the same speed as outbound (cruising speed of 6 kts)
